
 

President of the Republic of Panama  
appoints a new Superintendent of Banks 

 

His Excellency Ricardo Alberto 
Martinelli, President of the Republic, 
using his constitutional and legal 
faculties, appointed Alberto Diamond 
Superintendent of Banks through 
Executive Decree No. 169 of October 
29, 2009, in replacement of Eng. 
Olegario Barrelier. 

 

 Mr. Diamond will finish the term for 
which Eng. Barrelier was appointed, 
which ends June 13, 2013. 

 

In an act that took place in the morning 
of October 30, it fell upon His 
Excellency Alberto Vallarino, Minister 
of Economy and Finances, to swear 
Mr. Alberto Diamond in his new 
position. 

 

 Mr. Alberto Diamond was Chairman of 
KPMG Central America, S.A., (KCA), 
and Director/Partner of KPMG in 

Panama. For more than 42 years he has worked in the auditing and consulting 
industry, coordinating important projects, especially in the financial services 
sector. 

 

During his professional trajectory he has accumulated vast knowledge of the 
standards, policies, rules and regulations that apply to the companies in the 
trade and industry sector, as well as in the government institutions sector.  

 

Mr. Diamond is an active member of several professional and civic 
organizations such as the College of Authorized Public Accountants of Panama, 
of which he was chairman for two terms, and the Rotary Club of Panama of 
which he was treasurer for three terms.
