

Annex – Deposits Atom (AT02)

	Field/Column
	Description
	Format
	Remarks

	(1) Date
	Date of the monthly period being reported
	YYYYMMDD
	No blank spaces or null figures allowed.

	(2) Bank code
	Bank code assigned by the Superintendency of Banks.
	3-digit alphanumeric
	No blank spaces or null figures allowed.

	(3) Subsidiary code
	Bank subsidiary code.
	4-character text
	Insert NA, not applicable.

“NR” allowed if there is nothing to report in the Deposits Atom. 

	(4) Deposit type
	The deposit type code that the bank is on-boarding (SB05)
	2-digit alphanumeric
	Valid code from Table SB05

	(5) Client type
	The client type code that the bank is on-boarding (SB20)
	2-digit alphanumeric 
	Valid code from Table SB20

	(6) Rate
	The rate agreed on by the bank at on-boarding
	Numeric 
	Greater than or equal to zero (0) with two decimal positions.

	(7) Origin
	Deposit rating under the accountholder’s residence/domicile criterion, regardless of his/her nationality or whether he/she is a natural or legal person. 
	1-character text
	Valid codes only. “L” for local; “E” for foreign. 

	(8) Region code
	Country or province code for the accountholder’s residence/domicile, regardless of his/her nationality or whether he/she is a natural or legal person.
	3-digit alphanumeric
	Valid code from Table SB03 Countries for “E” destination or valid code from Table SB04 Provinces for “L” destination. 

	(9) Start date
	Initial date of opening the account for the first time ever or new account. This date should not be modified while the client holds the account with the bank. For renewals, the bank must use field/column 14 for the renewal date. 
	YYYYMMDD
	Valid date according to format. 

	(10) Due date
	Deposit (CD) maturity date, when applicable.

It is modified only for renewed deposits.
	YYYYMMDD
	Valid date according to format.

‘NA’ allowed for deposit types that do not have a due date. 

	(11) Amount
	Deposit balance
	Numeric 
	Greater than or equal to zero (0) with two decimal positions. 

	(12) Pledged amount
	Pledged amount. 
	Numeric  
	Greater than or equal to zero (0) with two decimal positions. 

	(13) Renewal number
	Number of times the terms have been renewed.
	Numeric 
	Greater than or equal to zero (0).

	(14) Renewal date
	Applicable when the deposit has reached its maturity and it is renewed with a new due date. 

The deposit renewal date will be inserted. 
	YYYYMMDD
	Valid date according to format.

‘NA’ allowed if it is Not Applicable. 

	(15) Interest payable
	Accrued interest payable.
	Numeric 
	Greater than or equal to zero (0) with two decimal positions.

	(16) Interest payment frequency
	Accrued interest payment plan agreed upon.
	2-digit text
	Valid code from Table SB26.

	(17) Client identification
	Secondary code by which a client or depositor is individually identified; it will be of the own bank (alternate code) of the account representative, which will be different from the ID card number and, if possible, from the one that is already registered in their systems.
	50-character text
	The digit quantity must match the code type used by each bank.

With this new field/column, all depositors will have an identification that will be the same for the bank, e.g.:

Alternate or secondary code: depositor identification 1-1111-111 at X Bank, may have:

· A checking account;

· A certificate of deposit;

· A Christmas savings account

The same depositor identification must be reported, i.e. 1-1111-111 for the three (3) different types of deposits. 

	(18) Account identification
	Secondary code by which an account is individually identified and, if possible, other than the one they have set in their systems.

A client or depositor may have more than one deposit account, e.g. a Savings account and each client account is identified with a Unique Code for each (of course, the bank would use the same client code, but with different codes for each account).
	50-character text
	The digit quantity must match the code type used by each bank.

With this new field/column, all deposits must have a different identification, if possible, other than that assigned in their information systems.

If the same client has several deposit products, the bank must identify each one:

E.g.: Client JK-987-580 at X Bank holds 2 savings accounts, then, the bank must identify each one:

· Savings account 1: XZ-028-0034-056

· Savings account 2: XZ-055-00910-087

Summarizing, each product will be reported with different codes to identify the same client. 

	(19) Activity
	Identify the main activity to which the client engages in or the main source of income declared when opening the account. This may change according to the update processes the entity carries out with the client. 
	19-character text
	Table SB109 (CINU)

	(20) Company size
	The code that classifies the client according to the company size (corporate loans) or the retiree or employee status (natural person), as appropriate.
	2-character text
	Valid code from Table SB67.

	(21) Gender
	The accountholder’s gender (male or female). It is applicable to a natural person deposit and to deposits whose company size is classified as Microenterprise, provided that the deposit has been opened by a natural person.
	2-character text
	Valid code from Table SB82.

For deposits classified other than natural person (table SB20, from code 02 to 09), enter NA.

For corporate deposits (table SB06) insert NA, except for deposits classified as Microenterprise (table SB67) that have been granted to natural persons. 

	(22) Declared beneficiary
	The code that identifies that the deposit maintains beneficiaries.
	2-character text
	Declared beneficiaries: 

· 01 = Yes

· 02 = No

	(23) Activity status by movement
	The code that classifies the operational movement of deposits.
	2-character text
	Operational movement:

· 01 = Active

· 02 = Inactive

· 03 = Inactivity under Rule 5-2009
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
