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“Whereby Decree No. 136 of June 9, 1995 is amended and the Financial Analysis Unit for the Prevention of Capital Laundering is created as this crime is defined in the Penal Code.”

The President of the Republic

In  practice of her legal powers

Considering

That by the Decree No. 136 of June 9, 1995 the Financial Analysis Unit was created for the identification of transactions that may be related to the crime of money laundering. 

That the necessity to extend the operational capacity of the Financial Analysis Unit has been identified.

Decrees;

First Article. The First Article of the Executive Decree No. 136 of June 9, 1995 is amended, it shall remain as follows;

“First Article: The Financial Analysis Unit (UAF
) for the Prevention of the Crime of Money Laundering Product of Drug Trafficking, assigned to the Council of Public Security and National Defense, shall become the Financial Analysis Unit for the Prevention of the Crime of Capital Laundering, as this crime is defined in the Penal Code”.

Second Article. The second article of the Decree No. 136 of June 9, 1995 is amended, it shall remain as follows:

“Second Article: The functions of this Unit shall be:

A. To gather from Public Institutions and deponent private entities, all the information related to financial, commercial or business transactions that may be related to the crime of capital laundering, as this crime is defined in the Penal Code.

B. To analize the information obtained, in order to identify suspicious or unusual transactions, as well as operations or patterns of capital laundering, product of such crimes.

C. To keep statistics of the flow of cash in the country, related with money laundering or laundering of  other  capitals. 

D. To exchange information with homologous entities from other countries, to analyse cases that may be related with capital laundering, previous signature with such entities, of memorandums of understanding or other cooperation agreements. 

E. To directly provide information to the Attorney General of the Nation whenever, in the judgment of the Financial Analysis Unit, the Attorney General’s Office should conduct an investigation. 

F. To provide the officials of proceedings of the General Attorney´s Office and the officials appointed by the Bank Superintendency of the Republic of Panama, with any required  assistance, in the analysis and supply of intelligence information which  may help, in the penal or administrative investigations of acts and crimes related to capital laundering.

Third Article. The fifth article of the Decree No. 136 of June 9, 1995 is amended, it shall remain as follows:

“Fifth Article: The Financial Analysis Unit and its officials will dispense strict observance of the constitutional and legal dispositions in force, and excluding authorizations allowed in the second article of this Executive Decree, will keep total reserve on the obtained or known information related to the functioning of this Unit. 

Fourth Article. This Decree shall become effective upon its promulgation on the Official Governmental Publication.
