Executive Decree No. 195

(of October 18, 2007)

“Whereby the procedure to abide by the Resolutions dictated 

by the United Nations Security Council is stipulated”.

THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC,

using his constitutional faculties,

WHEREAS:

Through Legislative Decree No. 10 of October 24, 1945, the Republic of Panama adopted the Charter of the United Nations.

The Charter of the United Nations confers upon the Security Council of said organization, the main responsibility of keeping international peace and security, thus it has the authority to take, if needed, the coercive measures contemplated in Chapter VII of said Charter.

To maintain or establish International Peace and Security, the United Nations Security Council will take provisional measures that imply the non-use of armed forces and those that imply the use of said forces, and as a consequence it may urge that said measures be applied, which are of mandatory acceptance and compliance for all of said organization’s member States pursuant to article 25 of the Charter of the United Nations.

Within the measures that the Security Council urges the States to execute to maintain the international peace and security and that do not imply the use of armed forces, there are coercive measures against States, natural or legal persons, subversive groups or organizations and against terrorists, such as the freezing of funds and other financial assets, preventive measures that guarantee the presence of the persons required in the processes, migratory measures and trade measures.

The State of Panama abides by the International Law standards as stipulated by article 4 of the Political Constitution of the Republic and pursuant to article 184, numeral 9 of the latter, said function belongs to the President of the Republic jointly with the Minister of Foreign Affairs.
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By virtue that the compliance with the coercive measures taken by the United Nations Security Council by way of resolutions 1267, 1269, 1373, 1390, 1452, 1617 and 1735 and others it adopts in the future, must be coordinated through the exchange of information among national security institutions of the diverse States, in the Republic of Panama, the execution of said measures must be procured in coordination with the public security bodies of the State and the Public Ministry.

DECREES:

FIRST ARTICLE: That the Executive Branch of the Republic of Panama abides by the Resolutions dictated by the United Nations Security Council by way of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs – General Directorate of International Organizations and Conferences.

SECOND ARTICLE: That the Ministry of Foreign Affairs - Directorate of Legal Affairs and Treaties - will issue the Executive Resolution that observes the corresponding measures.

THIRD ARTICLE: That the execution of the Resolutions issued by the Executive Branch will be coordinated by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs – General Directorate of International Organizations and Conferences, the Ministry of the Presidency - Public Security Council, and National Defense - Executive Secretary’s Office, who will be in charge of notifying the corresponding state institutions and the Public Ministry, as the case may be, of the measures that must be practiced for the effective enforcement thereof.

FOURTH ARTICLE: That the General Directorate of International Organizations and Conferences of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs will be in charge of managing the inter-institutional monitoring and coordination to verify the enforcement of such Resolutions of the United Nations Security Council.

FIFTH ARTICLE: This Decree will be in force from the time it is proclaimed.
